TRIMMING OF PALM TREES

The landscape of your lot is each
Owners responsibility. We have
many beautiful palms in the com-
munity. In order to enhance and
preserve the health of your palm
trees the Association recommends
at a minimum annual pruning of
the palm. While many residents
are not here in the late Spring that
Is the best time to have your palm
trees trimmed. It is important to
remember not to remove too many
fronds as that can actually damage
the palm. Trimming them in late
spring after the seed pods have
produced provides the optimum
cleaning of the debris.

Remember, the Association can
now trim your palm for a minimal
fee and we prefer to do that in the
months of June and July. Contact
the office to coordinate.

Did you see the arti-

cle featuring pickle-

ball on the front page

of the sports section of d
the Yuma Sun on Decem-

ber 15, 2010? Yuma Parks

and Recreation has been offering
lessons for the last four winter

seasons and they say attendance
has quadrupled in numbers since
they began. Then on December
17", the CBS Morning Show
featured a segment on pickleball
as the fastest growing sport in
North America filming from a
retirement community in Florida
with 108 pickleball courts. Pick-
leball is also experiencing rapid
growth as a sport in RV resorts in
the Yuma area. In addition to the
two courts at Country Roads and
the courts at the Yuma Recrea-
tional center, two new pickleball
courts have been added to the fa-
cilities at Sun Vista and three
courts at Del Pueblo RV Park.
