Rules and Regulations 

Amended 01/27/11,   page 13. 

Trees and Shrubs 
 

23) remains as written 

To be Added to the Rules and 

Regulations 
 23a)  All palm trees in the 
"Common" area(s) of the Park are 
to be maintained by the Home-
owners Association.  
The care and maintenance of palm 
tree(s) that are on the 
home owners‘ lot becomes the 
responsibility of that lot 

owner.  Each tree is to be pruned 
as often as necessary to keep the 
brown fronds or seed pods from 
becoming unsightly or falling from 
the tree.  The trunk "skinning" is 
the choice of the home owner.  
To remove any palm tree(s) from a 
private lot, the lot owner must sub-
mit a Lot Improvement Plan form 
to the Architectural Control Com-
mittee stating the reason for remov-
ing the tree(s).  The Architectural 
Control Committee will determine 
whether the tree(s) is, 
(a) presenting a safety hazard, (b) 
preventing development on the 
property, or (c) is too diseased to 
remain a viable addition to the 
Park.  All palm tree removal will 
be under the supervision of the 
Park Manager and the Maintenance 
Supervisor.  Financial responsibil-
ity for removing a palm tree will be 
on the owner of the property from 
which the tree is removed.

   Another fun-filled trip, led by 

Everett and Barbara Wolfe, took 

place January 24 when 21 vehi-

cles ventured out to the Red 

Cloud and Black Rock Mines in 

LaPaz County, northeast of Marti-

nez Lake.  To reach these mines, 

we traveled north on Hwy. 95, 

then left on Martinez Lake Rd. 

and through the Yuma Proving 

Grounds to the Red Cloud Mine 

Road.  As we went through the 

Proving Grounds we were able to 

watch as six parachutists dropped 

down to their targets. 

   While we moved up in eleva-

tion toward the mines, Everett 

provided us information about the 

area over the CB, just like a 

―real‖ guided tour.  We learned 

that the Black Rock Mine opened 

in 1880 and had a 100‘ shaft.  By 

1887 the shaft was 900‘ and the 

vein was 200‘ wide.  It produced 

zinc and galena (70% lead and 

30% silver) and some wulfenite.  

The Black Rock Mine produced 

some lead in 1941 and then 

closed in 1949.  We were able to 

walk into the mine entrance and 

find some nice samples of rocks. 

   The Red Cloud Mine produced 

galena in the 1870s.  It closed in 

the 1890s and since then it has 

opened and closed many times, 

mining primarily wulfenite crys-

tals.  The mine is currently owned 

by a dentist from Kansas who 

bought it over the Internet for 

$50,000.  At lunch Everett passed 

around a sample of wulfenite, a 

yellow lead ore that is mainly 

used as specimens for collectors. 

   On March 21 the group plans to 

go to McPherson Pass in the Cas-

tle Dome Mts.  This is a favorite 

spot to view the desert in bloom, 

so plan on going on this trip if 

you haven‘t been to this location 

in the spring of the year.  Sign up 

sheets are located near the Activ-

ity Office a week prior to the 

trips.  Vehicles must be equipped 

with a working CB radio in order 

to participate in these trips.
